Charts 10-3 through 10-6 are based on the Greek text of the New
Testament, further details of which are conveniently displayed in tabular form in Kurt Aland,
Synopsis of the Four Gospels, published by the German Bible Society. Careful readers of the
New Testament will gain appreciation for each of the four Gospels by seeing how each one
uniquely contributes to our understanding of the trial of Jesus. Chart 10-2 points out the
details supplied exclusively by the Joseph Smith Translation.
